Welcome and Apologies

Apologies were noted from Martin Bell and Michelle Main.

SR welcomed everyone to the meeting and took the group through the agenda.

Actions from previous meeting held 11th April 2019

The group went through the previous minutes and they were agreed.

Scheme Update

SR updated the group on the scheme progress. Statistics shared below;

· Total number of beneficiaries – 535

· Applications processed Apr – Aug - 27

· % Processed within 2 weeks - 100%

· Value of payments made Apr - Aug- £3.7m

· Unsuccessful applications Apr – Aug – 3

· Deceased since April 2019 - 5

· No of appeals – 0
TL asked SR why the 3 applicants had been unsuccessful. SR explained this was due to 1 person being in the advanced stage and 2 people with alternative sources of infection.

Action 27 – SR to check if applications processed figures included any unsuccessful applicants in the total.
DFS asked for data to be provided with regards to applicants with haemophilia. He advised there may be questions from members with regards to death rates of members due to haemophilia and transfusion. DG advised that if there were any questions from members, this would be outwith the SIBSS Advisory Group terms of reference and would have to come from either the patient’s representatives directly or the Scottish Government.

Action 28 – SR to pull together data on how many applicants with haemophilia for DFS (when info is compiled in the updated database) and also check the data for any trends regards to the death rate – deceased members (through haemophilia and transfusion).
