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This release provides data for COVID-19 hospital onset cases in Scotland from week ending 1
March 2020 to week ending 17 July 2022. A system for monitoring COVID-19 is critical to tracking
hospital transmission. This helps to inform infection prevention and control measures. The
transmission of COVID-19 is thought to occur mainly through respiratory droplets generated by
coughing and through contact with contaminated surfaces.

Due to the cessation of almost all population for SARS-CoV-2 at the end of April 2022, the inclusion
of community onset cases in this report has been discontinued.

Breakdown of COVID-19 cases by hospital onset status — weekly data

The total number of hospital onset COVID-19 cases reported to ARHAI Scotland this week (week
ending 17 July 2022) was 815. Of these:

e 425 (52.1% of all hospital onset COVID-19 cases) were reported as non-hospital onset
(first positive specimen of COVID-19 episode on day 1 or 2 of admission to NHS board),
of which 36 (8.5% of non-hospital onset cases) were reinfections. In the previous week
(week ending 10 July 2022) there were 503 (52.0% of all hospital onset COVID-19
cases), of which 41 (8.2% of non-hospital onset cases) were reinfections.

e 91 (11.2% of all hospital onset COVID-19 cases) were reported as indeterminate hospital
onset (first positive specimen of COVID-19 episode on days 3 to 7 of admission to NHS
board), of which 7 (7.7% of indeterminate hospital onset cases) were reinfections. In the
previous week (week ending 10 July 2022) there were 108 (11.2% of all hospital onset
COVID-19 cases), of which 14 (13.0% of indeterminate hospital onset cases) were
reinfections.

e 73 (9.0% of all hospital onset COVID-19 cases) were reported as probable hospital onset
(first positive specimen of COVID-19 episode on days 8 to 14 of admission to NHS
board), of which 7 (9.6% of probable hospital onset cases) were reinfections. In the
previous week (week ending 10 July 2022) there were 105 (10.9% of all hospital onset
COVID-19 cases), of which 17 (16.2% of probable hospital onset cases) were
reinfections.

o 226 (27.7% of all hospital onset COVID-19 cases) were reported as definite hospital
onset (first positive specimen of COVID-19 episode 15 or more days after admission to
NHS board), of which 27 (11.9% of definite hospital onset cases) were reinfections. In the
previous week (week ending 10 July 2022) there were 251 (26.0% of all hospital onset
COVID-19 cases), of which 29 (11.6% of definite hospital onset cases) were reinfections.
