1. Welcome and Apologies
SR welcomed everyone to the meeting.  SR proceeded to take the group through the agenda.

2. Actions and Matters Arising from previous meeting held 18th August 2022
The group went through the previous minutes and the actions were updated and minutes agreed. 
3. Scheme Update

SR updated the group on the scheme progress.  She advised the summary was correct as of 2nd December 2022.
ACTION 064:  SR to send a breakdown of the deceased figures to the group.
BW asked for SR’s views as to why people some people had not transferred from the Skipton Fund earlier and any reactions.  SR reported that there had also been a group of claimants who had not given consent at the time to transferring to SIBSS and others who had not been contacted.  Unfortunately, the Alliance House organisations had insisted that they could not provide details of beneficiaries without the beneficiary’s consent so SIBSS had been unable to try to contact them.  SB advised that there was currently an uncertainty on how many were left to transfer.  She advised that the Inquiry had all information and that the Scottish Government had previously discussed with them the potential for them providing the information to SIBSS (or requiring Russell Cooke solicitors to do so); therefore the Inquiry may recommend this when it reports.
4. Scottish Government Update

SB gave an update to the group:
· 100k interim payments all sent out on time in October 
· Next year’s payments – the SG was currently working on the proposed CPI Increase (10.1%) for 2023-24 regular payments.  SB was currently awaiting confirmation from the Department of Health to ensure that the parity element of the payment increases would be funded by them, therefore, she wasn’t able to provide confirmation of payment increases yet, but hoped to do so in the new year.
· Compensation – currently no update on this as the previous focus had been on ensuring the interim payments could be issued, although it was expected that the devolved administrations would be able to start discussions soon with the Cabinet Office on how a framework could operate.
