1. Welcome and Apologies
MB welcomed everyone to the meeting and introductions were made.  MB proceeded to take the group through the agenda.

2. Actions and Matters Arising from previous meeting held 17th August 2023
The group went through the previous actions.
3. Scheme Update
SR updated the group on the scheme progress.  
SR took the group through the breakdown of applications received.  The breakdown gave an overview of the types of applications received.  It was noted that quite a few had been for the 10K Bereavement Fund
BW took a moment to ask the group to think about members of the scheme who had sadly passed and the number of new applications received.   He was keen to determine how many widowers and other beneficiaries were potentially unaware of the scheme.  SR advised the SIBSS Team checked the CHI system every quarter for any members who had passed away and would contact their estate.  BW suggested, for a future meeting, that there could be discussion around a potential clause in the yearly form sent to the membership asking them to detail (or give permission to contact) their beneficiaries in the event of their death.

4. Scottish Government Update

JH gave an update to the group:
· Blood Disorder Organisations met with the Minister and had a change to put across their points
· New Minister of Cabinet Office in post (John Glen).  Provided an update to the Hose of Commons

· 3-4 meetings held since the August 2023 SIBSS Advisory Group with Department of Health and Social Care and Cabinet Office to discuss IBI and Interim proposals

· Minister has written to John Glen and raised all issues relating to Hep B and the need to work quickly towards compensation.  A reply has been received from John which stated that he thought it best to wait for final report to be received.
· Scottish Government doing as much as possible to push forward but still work on a 4 Nations basis

· Diane Johnston’s amendment passed – Victims and Prisoners Bill (agreed by the House of Commons).  Gone to Lords and must be set up within 3 months.

The group fedback:

Blood Disorder Organisations meeting with Minister – BW advised that during the meeting it had been mentioned that a Scottish Government Taskforce for Hep B would be devised.  BW asked if the organisations could meet with Scottish Government in January 2024 to discuss this.  JH and MK agreed to arrange.

Review (Admin Structure) – GM asked what the admin structure would look like if the review was favourable.  JH advised discussions had been held but there was no clarity on this as yet.
